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With the snow season approaching, hopefully your Tucker Sno-Cat® vehicle(s) are serviced and ready to go, if not 

feel free to call Sterling in our service department (WE DO HAVE SOME SERVICE OPENINGS). Fuel questions 

come up as temperatures go down, so we are going to go over some of the information. Our current manual states:  

Change fuel filters every 500 hours or 6 months or if there is any evidence of contamination to the fuel system. The 

diesel engine fuel system should be inspected daily for water in the fuel at the fuel filter drain. Always fill vehicle fuel 

tanks after use to prevent condensation inside tank. Use quality fuel that is not contaminated with water. Water in the 

fuel system is the greatest cause of injection system failure. Always use a quality winter fuel mixture when operating 

in cold weather. Always use a reliable source for your fuel to assure the quality. Check with your local fuel distribu-

tor to obtain the proper winter mixture for your area of the country. Always mix additives according to manufacturers 

specifications. 

With the introduction of Cummins electronic engines (Tier 2) we were required by Cummins to add a special fuel fil-

ter with a lubricity enhancer. The Tier 2 fuel injection pump is lubricated from number 2 diesel and since most of our 

applications require a drier winter blend, we needed to add lubricity back into the system. The first series of this filter 

is a Fleetguard FS20000 and needs to be changed every 250 hours or 6 months, which ever occurs first. The newer 

version, for Tier 3 and 4,  is a Fleetguard FS20020 and has a longer interval of 500 hours or 6 months. This newer 

filter is also equipped with a water sensor that will cause the CHECK ENGINE light to come on and also display a 

code on the digital screen. Both of these filters also have a bottom water drain and should be done every day of oper-

ating.
