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This month Sterling has some reminders and suggestions on service: 
· Please remember a full fuel tank reduces chances of rust in the fuel cell. 
· Weather checked hoses are indicative of worn or rotted hose material. 
· Leaf springs may not be flat but the bushings may be worn. 
· If equipped with the Allison mechanical transmission, the recommendation is to change out the modulator ca-

ble every two years (or thoroughly inspect). 
· When changing fluids and filters remember O.E.M. parts may cost a little more however the manufacture uses 

them for a reason.  
· We recommend new coolant every other year and radiator hoses every other fluid change 
· Greasing is fairly easy, finding the missing grease fitting and the consequences of not finding it, not always so. 
· Hard to start engine? Is your grid heater or cold start system working properly?

New tie rod 
ends and a rebuilt steering cylinder will com-
plete the steering system. We are very close to 
starting the engine! The schedule is to put the 
machine back together, drive it back into the 
museum until Spring when we will continue on 
with the restoration.
