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This month Sterling says……...I want to touch on two things, radiators and tie rods. 
 Radiators are a very important part of the system and like everything they need to be checked and 
taken care of. They should have a fluid change every two years and be pressured checked every year. Also  
check the support rods or whatever is used to hold them in position. Because of the way these machines are 
used and the conditions they operate in they need more maintenance than radiators in a highway vehicle. 
Also don’t forget to check hoses, better to periodically replace these verses having a blown hose out in the 
middle of nowhere. 
I also want to talk about tie rod ends, these are threaded and moisture can run down the threads and cause 
problems. Every couple of years they should be unscrewed and have the threads cleaned up and then add 
anti-seize. As pictured below some ends include a clamp, some a jam nut, and some are simply threaded on 
to the tie rod end. The ends without a nut or clamp are most susceptible to moisture, so after cleanup you 
could add a jam nut.
